Hard copy: text book format from different authors in compliance with Nigerian University Commissions standards & also set global standards.
These hard copy courses are taught by experienced Lecturers and Consultants who are specialists in their various fields.
The environment used for these lectures is the University Teaching Hospital which has 380-bed capacity {expansible in multiple phases to 700-beds}
Recipient students of the lecturers are usually selected through national admission processes after examination. 

CD, web and video conferencing format: ABSUTH is desirous of acquiring expertise for disseminating these courses via CD, web and video conferencing as e-learning programs. 

Library & database: currently our library & data base systems require urgent assistance for data conversion from hard copy to digital format.
Portals: ABSUTH has explored various models of web based portals as an instrument for propagating the e-development strategy of the University as well as a framework for participants interaction. In this regard we are working with an IT Consultant Group with an objective to deliver Tele-medicine program in the long term.
