> I should update you (and your team) on the progress of this ambitious
> project.
> 
> We are making remarkable progress.
> 
> First of all we restructured the company. The company that now owns the
> intellectual property, and also looks after the manufacturing and marketing
> is Ink Media Inc.(please see address, etc below)
> 
> The software is now almost completed. Soon production will begin. Production
> will be in Beijing, China. An agreement with the manufacturer is almost
> complete. I am attaching the latest Powerpoint so that you can have a view
> of what it may look like. Also in it are some valuable information for your
> team and implementers.
> 
> I should clarify that there will initially be only one model - Ink mPC. This
> one is indeed a laptop. But due to the cost of the panel (screen) we will
> not be able to sell it for the price indicated here (certainly not US$180).
> The screen itself costs nearly US$100. We may still be able to stick to our
> original pricing of US$250...we don't know as we have yet to determine the
> final factory price because the procurement process could give us some
> pricing surprises. 
> 
> A second model - the Ink-PC, a desktop - that comes with out the screen and
> keyboard (so that existing cathode ray monitors and keyboards can be used)
> will follow. The production of this model has not yet been determined. Again
> the price of the Ink-PC is not yet determined, but it may be below US$200.
> 
> A third model would be a 15" laptop model which will have more bells and
> whistles. No forecast on when this will go into production yet. 
> 
> All models will have 5 USB 2.0 Ports which will be useful for lots of
> external devices. The mode of saving students' work will be USB Dongles. We
> are now able to source 1G and 2G Dongles at affordable prices. I already
> have a 4G Dongle that I am testing. These will be very popular, especially
> if they are integrated with MP3 Players (again these would be affordably
> priced, we hope). We foresee a large number of students using them for their
> entertainment and schoolwork.
> 
> I will keep you updated as we make further progress. Thank you for your
> interest.

Dear Simone:

(1) Many thanks for  valuable info.

I forward this to our colleagues in Africa.

(2)  This is an incredibly outstanding technology.

However, it provide only  4.5 Mbps.

(3) The future of broadband Internet is via optical fiber for  trunk line — like the Multimedia Broadband Internet in Ethiopia which was  funded with USD 40 million from the World Bank, and which provides 3  Gbps.

Many of south African countries are now aiming to deploy it —  even in such a vast continent.

The submarine cable east coast of  Africa, the EASSY, will be 20 Gbps and will be launched in 2008, to which  those south African countries will be connected.

(4) Broadband wireless  approach will still be necessary to close the last-mile in  inexpensively.

I think that considering the African context you're perfectly right: if you have access to the submarine cable and you have appropriate fundings the best solution for building a network infrastructure is undoubtedly optical fiber.

I think that WiMax-like technologies can be a good solution to cover medium areas, like metropolitan areas and regions. WiFi, as you told, is really good for the last mile and important to stimulate autonomous local (cheap) activities.
