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If you arrive and stay in Israel without proper documents:





Women who enter, reside or work in Israel without a visa and a work permit, or in violation of the conditions of a valid visa or work permit are punishable by a year in prison, followed by deportation. In almost all cases, the women are only deported but not criminally charged.





For example, women who enter Israel on a tourist visa, or with permission to visit  Israel for only one-day and stay beyond the number of days they were allowed and/or stay in order to work will be arrested, imprisoned and deported.





1. You will be arrested, jailed and expelled from Israel.


Women who arrive in Israel with no documents or with forged identity cards, visas or permits, are arrested and jailed until they can be sent back to their country of citizenship.





The women are kept in police cells, prisons or other holding places until their identities are verified with their home embassies and the necessary documents for deportation and travel are prepared.





The length of time in jail depends on how long it takes to verify the person’s identity and prepare the deportation papers. Most women who don't have any papers with them spend an average of 50 days in detention. The process is expedited if a women has a copy of her passport or other identifying papers.














The women are deported back to their home village and not necessarily to a large city in their country of origin. They may not return to Israel until their deportation order is canceled.





2. You may have to pay for your deportation expenses.


Women who are caught for staying or working in Israel illegally are expected to pay for their expenses related to the deportation (arrangements with consulates, flight fare, etc’). If they are unable to pay for the cost, the Ministry of the Interior will pay for their deportation. If their illegal employer is caught that person will have to pay for their deportation expenses. 





If you work as a prostitute in Israel:





1. You will NOT be arrested or put on trial because prostitution is legal in Israel. 


Working as an independent prostitute in Israel is legal. But many of the activities around prostitution are illegal.





2. You will be arrested, charged, tried and imprisoned if you:


entice others, through speech or gesture, to engage in indecent acts in public places;


engage in behavior that disturbs the public order or creates a public nuisance;


stroll or walk the streets for the purpose of engaging in illegal or delinquent behavior; 


own or maintain property for the purpose of engaging in prostitution, including apartments, motor vehicles, and boats;


allow a minor (even your own child) to frequent or reside in the property used for prostitution.








Many women agree to be deported instead of being charged with criminal offenses punishable by


3 months to 5 years imprisonment.   





If you approach the Police or the Authorities:





1. The police will press charges against clients,  pimps, or employers who have mistreated you.


If you were beaten, raped, forced or deceived into working in prostitution, or held against your will, the police will investigate the claims and the authorities will prosecute and sentence those responsible. The police will not arrest or charge you for working as a prostitute as it is a legal occupation in Israel. 





If you choose to testify you will remain safe in custody until the end of the trial. But cooperation with the police does not secure you legal status or residence in Israel and you will most likely be deported at the conclusion of the trial.

	What you need to WORK in Israel:


	( Both a valid visa and a work permit. 


	The worker must promptly depart


 	Israel as soon as the permit expires. 


	( Permission by the Minister of Interior, 


     	if you hold other types of permits, e.g, 


              transit visa (5 days), visitor permit (3 


              months), or temporary stay (3 yrs).
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
